With
Fixtures published it was going to be difficult to make adjustments then we had 179 managers interested willing to pay
their entrance fee one slight issue a manager had not got his team done yet, a late call on Sunday to another manager
who had expressed an interest also revealed he would like to play but had not done a team. Perfect these two managers
could play each other gaining a nil draw and it wouldn’t cause a massive points difference issue for another manager. It
would also give us the maximum 180 managers.

| took the decision to re-format the game to 180 rather than the initial 174 | had after the Wednesday deadline. | will
admit that this was a selfish decision as | wanted to play again.

This meant a late re-configuration of Pyramid Three, | managed to keep the fixtures that had been announced in place,
also the Pyramid Cup would also have to be re-configured and the FC Cup for the Qualification round.

This was all easy as | had a template for 180 managers. All this did mean that unfortunately some managers had not
joined the overall league until Gamweek 1.

Everyone is now in the overall league, | do ask you to please join your individual super20 League, this does really enhance
the game experience and also for me and the FC Expert makes life a lot easier for any features that we might run during
the season.

You joining those individual super20 League made it a lot easier and quicker for the FC Expert to do his predictions for the
coming season, every position in every Super20 league predicted, last season he did actually top the correct winner of the
Premier League.

This FC World publication, will provide the information regarding the Champions League and Pyramid Cup group stages.
Both will show the seedings and the draw for the group stage. The draw has already been published on the website but
you can see how it is formulated and what the seedings were. There will be information of the formation of this season’s
FC Cup and the New Life Cup.

Draw Information

Rules of the Draw: -

Managers will be placed into Pots based on where they finished in last Season’s Super20 Leagues. POT A are the highest
seeds going down to POT F for the lowest seeds.

Managers will be drawn out of each Pot the first team drawn out will go into Group A the next team into Group B. All the
teams will be drawn out of POT A, after being drawn a number between 1 and 6 will be drawn to determine their Fixture

number for the group. The process will then be repeated for each of the remaining POTS.

Managers will be drawn out of each Pot the first manager drawn out will go into Group A the next team into Group B. All
the teams will be drawn out of POT A, after being drawn a number between 1 and 5 (dependant on group) will be drawn
to determine their Fixture number for the group. The process will then be repeated for each of the remaining POTS.
Groups A — N will be the groups with 5 managers.

The New Life Cup is a knockout competition with a similar format to the Champions League and Pyramid Cup knock out
stages, the competition will be over two legs until the final which will take place in Gameweek 38.

There is one thing to be aware that the 1% Round will have seedlings, with all Champions League managers kept apart, so
each match in the First round will see a former Champions League managers take on former Pyramid Cup managers.

After this first round Managers will go into a hat and be drawn out for the subsequent rounds.
